Did you know that by Mesquite City Code, residents are responsible

for the repair of damaged sidewalks, curbs, gutters and driveway
approaches? As this type of maintenance can be costly, a 50/50 Cost
Share Program has been established by the City to help defray citizen
expenses. This program is available to assist in the reconstruction

of curbs, gutters, drive approaches and sidewalks as requested by

the homeowner. A reconstructed sidewalk and drive approach can
substantially improve the appearance or “curb appeal” of a home and
make walkways easier to navigate, especially for our older residents. For
details, please contact the Streets Division at 972-216-6278.
