ways for a pet owner to be reunited
with a lost pet is to put an ID tag on

its collar? Every year over 4,000 pets

in Mesquite are lost and less than 20
percent make it back home. An ID tag
doesn’t need to be fancy. It canbea
current vaccination tag or one that is
engraved at the local pet or hardware
store. Be sure to update the tag as

the vaccinations are updated, or when
moving or changing phone numbers.
Often pets with 1D tags are returned
directly to the owners by a good
Samaritan without ever coming to the
animal shelter.
